Admission will be based on the 
MIT-WPU CET 2026 Entrance 
Examination and the Personal 
Interaction (PI) score, conducted 
by MIT-WPU as per the prescribed 
schedule.

MA English Minimum 55% aggregate marks in 3/4-year graduation degree 
in any stream from a UGC-approved institution/university or 
its equivalent (minimum 50% aggregate marks for candidates 
belonging to the Reserved Category from Maharashtra State).

Admission will be based on the 
Personal Interaction (PI) score, 
conducted by MIT-WPU according to
